This ventilator is designed to add thermostatically
controlled power to existing systems of attic
ventilation. It can be mounted behind many possible
kinds of existing vents or louvers (Fig. 1). Metal
louvers provide the least resistance to air flow and
can usually be smaller than other types.rig. 1

With the power vent installed in the gable end, at
least 1,040 square inches of inlet area must be
provided. This is achieved by installing 16, 8" x 16"
intake vents, measuring 65 square inches each.
The inlet is best at the opposite end of the house
to provide air flow the full length of the attic (Fig.
2). If your home heeds more intake air, we suggest
Lomanco Cornice or Soffit vents. Your dealer has
them on hand to satisfy your needs.
